· I agree with what [student’s name] said...

· I like what [student’s name] said..

Disagree

· I respectfully disagree with what [student’s name] said...

· I’m not sure I agree with what [student’s name] said.  What if...

· I have a different opinion than [student’s name]... I believe that... 

Ask for clarification or restatement

· [student’s name], could you please repeat that for me?

· [student’s name] said that... [paraphrases other student’s remarks].  Could you explain that a bit more please?

· I’m not sure I understood you when you said...

· Could you say more about that?

Extend

· I was thinking about what [student’s name or author]said and I was wondering what if... 

· My idea is similar to [student’s name or author]  in that

·  I want to add to what [student’s name or author] said...
Revisit

· I want to go back to what [student’s name] said.
















Accountability to the Learning Community involves:


Careful listening to each other.


Using and building on each other’s ideas.


Paraphrasing and seeking clarification.


Respectful disagreement.


A commitment to the conversation and to developing the group’s understanding.





Accountability to Accurate Knowledge involves:


Being as specific and accurate as possible.


Resisting the urge to say “anything that comes to mind.”


Asking for information, facts, and knowledge to strengthen claims.


Getting the facts straight.


Challenging questions that demand evidence for claims.





Accountability to Critical Thinking involves:


Building arguments


Providing specific information (evidence from texts including novels, textbooks and other nonfiction books, movies, television, and personal experience.)


Linking claims and evidence (facts) in logical ways.


Working to make clear statements.


Checking the quality of claims and arguments and questioning unsupported claims.
