· Level 4- Another student provides a cue, original student uses it to find answer.
· Teacher: “Billy, what is 3 x 5?”
· Billy: “I don’t know” (sucks his teeth)
· Teacher: “Sandy, how do you go about solving 
3 x 5?”
· Sandy: “I just add 3 + 3 + 3 + 3 + 3.”
· Teacher: “So Billy, use Sandy’s method and tell
 me what is 3 x 5?”
· Billy: “15?”
· Teacher: “Exactly! 3 x 5 is 15.”
· Level 3- Teacher provides a cue, student uses it to find answer.
· Teacher: “Billy, what is 3 x 5?”
· Billy: “I don’t know” (looks out window)
· Teacher: “3 x 5 is the same as 5 + 5 + 5.  
Use that to help you figure out 3 x 5”
· Billy: “15?”
· Teacher: “Good job Billy! 3 x 5 is 15.”
· Level 2- Another student provides answer, original student repeats answer.
· Teacher: “Billy, what is 3 x 5?”
· Billy: “I don’t know” (eye roll)
· Teacher: “Sandy, what is 3 x 5?”
· Sandy: “15”
· Teacher: “Thank you Sandy. So Billy, what is 
3 x 5?”
· Billy: “15”
· Level 1- Teacher provides answer, student repeats the answer
· Teacher: “Billy, what is 3 x 5?”
· Billy: “I don’t know” (shrug)
· Teacher: “3 x 5 is 15. So what is 3 x 5?”
· Billy: “15”
· Teacher: “Great!  Thank you Billy.”
