Early Stage Correction Procedures
Proximity:
Move in slowly
Avoid eye contact
Continue teaching
Always move in unpredictable patterns
The most effective teachers circulate and scan their class
Students who respond to proximity  by saying ‘get off me’ etc., take one step back but do not walk away unless you sense it’s going to increase misbehavior
May need to explain why you’re doing this to them

Gentle Verbal Reprimand
Short
Cause only a brief interruption of instruction
Given physically close to the student
Tone and content are respectful
Clear and unequivocal
Tell students what to do... NOT what not to do
Tell student what to do…do not ask them to do it (Will you take out a pencil, please?)
Illusion of privacy…you want to be heard by an elbow partner
Avoid asking rhetorical questions (What should you be doing) 
Remain calm and unemotional

Discussion
After class
Both parties are calm
Discussion should be focused on better ways of handling situations in the future, rather than the event
No questions (What happened in there?)
“If this happens again, what’s a better way to handle it”

Family contact
Provide an appropriate, professional greeting
Provide an objective description of the behavior, not judgment about the student
Suggest that it would be useful for the family to discuss the behavior and communicate the expectation that the student behave more responsibly in the future
Avoid implying that the student should punished

Humor
Try to make misbehaving student laugh at your expense, along with everyone else
Sarcasm and/or ridicule is not humor
Plan on talking with the student at the end of the class to make sure that he/she understands that the behavior is unacceptable and that you expect him to behave more responsibly in the future
Make sure the rest of class knows that a private discussion will follow 

Praise someone behaving responsibly
Use descriptive praise for those students who are behaving in effort to prompt misbehaving students to self-correct
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
