	Activity 2
(Time) (10 mins)

	Teachers form a circle, standing in chronological order according to the numbered section each has been given.
Each teacher reads his/her section aloud.  A teacher may ask another person to read his/her section aloud if prefers not to read in front of group.
Teachers return to their places and highlight two important ideas from the article.  They take their highlighted sections to two other teachers, each reading and commenting on the quotes.

	An important component of sheltered instruction is teaching academic vocabulary.  Facilitator introduces a short reading, “Why Vocabulary Instruction Matters,” by Dr. David W. Moore.  Reading is cut into numbered sections.
Although the article is written about learning English vocabulary, the principles of instruction are the same for Spanish language instruction.

	Teachers read over sublist 1, highlight Spanish-English cognates and translate others that apply to instruction in Spanish.
	Not every word can be directly taught.  Deciding on the important words to teach is critical.  The Academic Word List (mentioned in David Morore’s article) consists of 570 word families that occur reasonably frequently over a wide range of academic texts. The 570 words are grouped into ten sublists that reflect word frequency and range.  For example, the 57 words in sublist 1 occur most frequently; sublist 10, least.

PPS 33
Cognates (mentioned in David Moore’s article) are words of another language that look almost the same and mean exactly the same (e.g., liberty/libertad).  Using them makes vocabulary instruction easier because English Learners already understand the concept in another language. PPS 34

	Jigsaw.  Divide teachers into groups of 4.  They number off 1-4.  Each member goes to an expert group to tackle one of four guiding questions (on  posters)
Experts bring the information back to their groups.  Teachers have collaborative time and record the ideas on their SDAIE templates
