Ordering for Read 180
Deadline:  May 1 (required to benefit from early-order discounts)

Ordering R180 Materials: 
· Licenses do not need to be renewed from year to year.

· Renew the tech plan 

· Re-order rBooks, one per license.  The rBook is the consumable book used by each student during whole group and small group teaching time.  Every Read 180 program needs rBooks.
· If your school is using the LBook, reorder LBooks, one per license (Stage C tab, line 41) The LBook is a supplement to the rBook, written by Kate Kinsella, and designed to support students in reading and writing academic English.
· If your teacher needs to expand the existing library of books:

· Stretch books provide extra titles at lexiles 800-1300).  
· Stage C Extra Level 1-2 Collections provide extra titles for students at Levels 1 and 2, (below lexile 700). 
·  Stage C Extra Advance Lexile 700-1300 library (line 207) provides extra titles at the mid-range level. 

· If you need to increase the number of licenses you have, order sets of extra licenses. Pay special attention here, because keeping students in Read 180 for an extra year decreases the number of licenses available for incoming ninth graders.  
Additional Materials To Budget For: 
· Order mic/headsets for the computers.  You will need enough computers and accompanying headsets to accommodate one-third of a class of Read 180 students.  For example, if the class has 24 students, you will need 8 computers for the software rotation and one computer for the teacher.
· Order CD players and headset for the audio books.  If you have extra computers, students can listen to the stories on computer and will need only the headsets.

· Order plastic bags or notebooks for organizing the students’ materials

· If you have a new Read 180 teacher, plan to send that person to 2 days of implementation training.  Training for System 44 takes an extra day.
