	CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT
An effective READ180 classroom is a "controlled talk" classroom.  

Whole group CHAMPs should include specific instruction and practice of conversation/discussion procedures.


Rotations CHAMPs imperative:  All teacher and student conversation should be conducted at a "whisper level" so that independent readers can concentrate.

Any off-task or non-CHAMPS behavior requires swift, de-escalating, personalized, and positive re-direction by the teacher.  Teacher re-direction voice should remain in "whisper mode" during rotations.

Whole Group and Small Group should be coordinated so that together they provide a complete lesson cycle:
· Anticipatory Set
· Direct instruction
· Discussion (small and/or whole group)
· Guided Practice
· Proving Behavior
· Closure

Use SAM data reports to adjust your future instruction.  For example, if 60% of your students miss "main idea and detail" in the rskills test, you will have to re-teach.  "Top Four" data reports:
