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Rationale: Green Dot recommends a R180/S44 hybrid class for all schools that have a Special Day Program.  This blended instructional program provides a wealth of resources that allow teachers to differentiate for the diverse needs of their students and select from materials appropriate for a wide range of reading levels.   System 44 provides resources and computer-based instruction to those students who need foundational reading and phonics instruction.   They hybrid allows the teacher to provide students with a shared text (Rbook) for modeled and guided class reading and allows students the opportunity to access a more rigorous text-based program (R180), once they have mastered the 44 sounds and 26 letters taught in System 44. 

Determining student groups-
1. Test all students using the SRI
2. Test student scoring below 600, in the high school level, and below 400, in the middle school level.
3. Pull the SPI Report entitled “Screening and Placement Report”
4. Look at the Recommended Placement Column
5. Use this to determine who will be in a S44 and who will be in a R180 group.  Divide the class into 3 rotation groups and separate System 44 students into their own rotation group(s) if possible. If the class size is too small for rotations, break the class into 2 rotation groups.

2. Rotations: (60 minutes= 20 minutes per rotation)

	· Use S44 library in order (Students in Series 1 start with Book 1, Students in Series 4 start with Book 4 – order may change based on fast tracking)
· Use R180 library for those students who place into R180 (you may need to borrow/share from your R180 teachers on site)

	· S44 students on S44 “software” (web link)
· R180 students on R180 “software” (web link)

	· R 180& S44 students – Use Rbook Small Group lessons in TE with the Rbook
· S44 Students: Periodically differentiate using software reports (especially during writing sections of the rBook)
· Teach SMART Lessons and Code Lessons from Teacher Guide
· Use Student Software Performance Report – helps with differentiated grouping and instructional planning. 
· Differentiated Instruction Grouping report- provides info about students’ areas of need related to six phonics principles.  Focuses on common areas of weakness



3. Wrap Up (5-10 minutes):  Provide exit slips or closing activity 

Instruction: 60 minute Period
Same as above but use separate pacing guide to include 2 rotations alternating with one rotation every other day.  See “MS Pacing Guide” for pacing rotations within a two-week period.

Minimum Days  
· Focus on Differentiated Instruction Grouping report- group students based on six phonics principles. 
· Use the S44 TE to teach phonics principles or the Rbook to continue whole group lesson or review

Recommended Double Block 
When possible, it is recommended that SDC students have a double block of the R180/S44 hybrid in place of their Core ELA class.   In this case, the teacher should provide access to core curriculum in the second block.  They would do this by maintaining the instructional model of the program with rotations on software, but with whole and small group adapted to integrate-
·  Core novels to integrate into the Whole Group instruction.  
· Middle School = two core novels minimum a year
· High School = three core novels a year
· Core writing assignments
· Middle School = two writing assignments and one timed writing minimum
· High School = three writing assignments and two timed writing minimum

Alternate schedule when offering single block:
If it is not possible to schedule the core ELA class as a double-block, during the English core course a teacher can continue with the R180 Instructional model (whole group-rotations-wrap-up) with the following content-
· Rotation 1: Teacher leads mini-lessons related to core novels and writing assignments
· Rotation 2: Aide leads guided group reading of text or provides follow up support with writing assignments
· Rotation 3: Students work on computers using Read180/System 44 programs 
This extra time on the computers allows students to get exposed to the recommended time utilizing the Read180/System44 software, but still allows the students to participate in the English course and complete the course standards with some modifications of the curriculum.
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
