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READ 180 Suggestions for Shortened PD Days

For days where you only see your students for 45-60 minutes, you will still want to do rotations. You can be very targeted with your grouping and spend time conferencing with students. 

Below are some suggestions for a short Whole Group session and 2 sets of rotations. 

Whole Group (5 – 10 minutes):

1. Project last week’s reports for the entire class to monitor Software and SRC Usage such as:

a. READ 180 Participation report for the prior week (run Sunday to Sunday)

b. SRC Books Read Reports for the prior week. 

2. Share new groupings with students. 

3. Introduce an RDI lesson (Reading Comprehension Strategies or Writing and Grammar)

Small Group Rotations (2X):

1. Run the Participation Report for the prior week to determine which students need an extra session on the software to help them reach minimum benchmarks (15 minute sessions 3X a week_

2. Run the Books Read Report/review reading logs for the year to identify students who will benefit from additional Independent Reading time. 

3. Run the Comprehension Skills Grouping Report for the year to identify students who are struggling with comprehension skills. Click on the Green R next to the comprehension skills in the report to access the lesson plans, readings and graphic organizers directly from SAM. 

4. Review student RBooks to identify students who have fallen behind or are missing entries and interactive activities in their student editions – partner students so that they are working on the same sections if possible. 

Group your students according to the rotations you think they need the most (additional time on software, reading or small group)
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
