Tips for Administering the SRI as a Placement Test
Info to Share with Students Prior to Taking the Test:
· The SRI is a reading assessment that helps your school determine the best classes for you next year.  Be careful about wording – do not promise or threaten them about placement.
· The SRI is not timed.  Take as much time as you need on each question.  Read and reread!!!!!

· You will start with a few practice questions. The program will not let you go on to the real test unless you get the practice questions right!!  

· The SRI includes a bank of over 3000 different questions that guarantee that your questions and your neighbor’s questions will be different. Hint: borrowing an answer from your neighbor is not a good idea.   

· If you are stuck on a passage or you cannot figure out the correct answer, just click on the “skip” button in the lower right hand corner to move on to the next passage.  Using the “skip” button does not count against your score. You can use three “skips” during your assessment.  It is better to “skip” than guess!

· It will take between 20 and 40 minutes to complete this assessment.  Everyone finishes in a different amount of time.  Take your time!  Students who take their time do better than students who rush or who just "click anything."  Don’t worry if other students complete the assessment before you.  The computer will stop giving you passages when it has enough information to determine your score. 

· Please give this assessment your best effort.  Focus and hang in there until the very end.   We take the results of this assessment very seriously. You will not be allowed to retake this assessment, so do your best!!!!

Helping students get set up on the computer 
a. Lab computer password is “student”
b. Have student enter web address http://sam.greendot.org/   (This may already be installed as a shortcut on the computer).
c. Have student enter in username and password (rosters provided and available for you to cross reference under “Reports” in SAM).
Notes for SRI administrator:

1. If a student cannot log in correctly, and you know they correctly entered their login info, have them close out the SRI program and reopen it before attempting to login again.

2. After logging in, students will be directed to take a practice test.  The program will not let students go on to the real test unless they get the practice questions right.  Let students know that, while the practice does not count in their score, they still have to get them right.  

3.  If an “ask teacher for help” message comes up while a student is taking the practice section, this is because the student has incorrectly answered too many questions.  Let the student know that the practice needs to be done correctly or the program will not let them continue.  Just click “OK” and tell the student to try again – stay with the student to make sure they get this question right.
